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REDUXION MOVES TO BROADWAY
Theatre Group announces move to new performance space in Oklahoma City
OKLAHOMA CITY (December 12, 2010) – Reduxion Theatre Company (RTC) announced this week, a move to a new theater venue at 1613 North Broadway Avenue near downtown Oklahoma City. To promote community involvement and benefit space renovation, Reduxion has launched a donation program, “Sponsor a Square Foot,” offering individual sponsorships for $26 each. Reduxion’s goal is to gain a new sponsorship each day for the rest of the 2010-2011 season.
In its first two seasons in OKC, RTC has performed at various locations in the metro, including Stage Center and the City Arts Center Theater on the Oklahoma Fairgrounds. Developing a new performance location exclusively for RTC offers the theatre company more freedom in its production schedule, and bolsters the performing arts community by offering a much needed additional venue for rental to area artists.
“Being the first theatre company to have performance venue on OKC’s Broadway Avenue is thrilling,” said RTC Artistic Director, Tyler Woods, “establishing a permanent live performing arts venue, which we call ‘The Broadway Theater,’ near the growing areas of Mid-Town, Automobile Alley and nightlife of NW 9th Street feels like a natural step for us.”
Inspired by social-media and grass-roots fundraising efforts, Woods sites the “Sponsor a Square Foot” program as a positive promotion of community involvement in the development of The Broadway Theater. “By offering development sponsorships at the square foot level- $26 per square foot of theater space – maximizes our potential to gain new donors at an affordable contribution level,” said Woods, “and gives us an opportunity to widely involve the community in the growth of our theatre; giving everyone a stake in our company and new space.”
Reduxion’s sponsorship goal, one donor per day through the end of the current season, gives the company multiple goals to achieve in this and throughout the New Year. Launching the “Sponsor a Square Foot” program 26 days before the end of the year offered RTC its first goal, “26 at $26 before the end of 2010.”
“We’ve gotten a great response,” said Woods, pleased so many patrons and community members have made donations through RTC’s website. “Every square foot sponsor helps to get us closer to our goal of developing The Broadway Theater into a performance space to benefit the growth of the arts in OKC.”
RTC will begin performing at The Broadway Theater with a production of A Midsummer Night’s Dream by William Shakespeare, February 10-26, 2011 and continues the season with Hair, the American Tribal Love-Rock Musial, May 12-28, 2011.
